Theological Reflection Paper and Preaching Planner
Students will write a 10-15-page theological reflection paper on an insight gained in the class or through the readings or interactions and how these insights will be incorporated into your preaching. 
Prepare a 3-year preaching plan that includes (your understanding of) the major seasons of the Church Year, civic days or special services, expositional preaching through books of the Bible, and special series that may be added. Include texts and notes to the director of music and notes to assisting ministers in the service. A Plan will be discussed in the class and examples provided. Please write the paper in 12-point font, double-spaced with footnotes and bibliography.  Footnotes and bibliography should conform to Kate L. The Theological Reflection Paper will be graded on: depth of research in both primary and secondary sources, the clarity of the paper’s main argument and the quality of the writing and documentation.
