Congratulations! You have successfully made it through the first semester of Greek 

grammar. Now we can build on what we have learned, especially in the area of verbs, and 

use the skills we have acquired to translate larger portions of the New Testament and 

apply the grammatical knowledge we now have to begin doing simple exegesis of the 

passages under study. Greek only continues to become more enjoyable and rewarding as 

we add to our knowledge of it.

� Recognition and a significant understanding of all indicative forms of Greek verbs 

and a simple understanding and recognition of the remaining moods of Greek 

verbs.

Course Procedures 

 

Learning a new language is a cumulative project. In other words, if you fail to learn 

sufficiently any of the foundational concepts it will have a ripple effect throughout the 

rest of your learning process. Therefore, this class will have frequent testing in order to 

uncover concepts of Greek grammar on which you need further instruction and with 

which you need additional help. 

 

Every class meeting will begin with either a short quiz over the material covered the 

previous week or a review exam of the material covered over the last few weeks. For this 

reason it is imperative that you arrive to class on time. Quizzes and exams will not be 

distributed after 6:05 pm. If you are providentially hindered from taking a quiz or exam 

you may take it here at the RTS offices under my supervision before the graded quizzes 

or exams are returned to the other students at the next class meeting. 

 

At the last class of the semester a cumulative final exam will be distributed. This is a take 

home exam and will need to arrive here at our offices or be postmarked by May 26. 

 

The class time of each meeting will be spent in the following manner. There will be a 

brief lecture overview of the material for that week, there will be in-class exercises, and 

the remaining time will be devoted to answering specific student questions either about 

that week’s material or material from a previous meeting. 

 

I recognize that not all students will be able to sufficiently grasp the key concepts with 

only the amount of time available in our weekly meetings. I have two options for students 

who may need additional help. If you feel that you will need consistent help throughout 

the course and you can find at least two other students who feel the same and you are able 

to each commit to a common weekly time for tutoring then I will meet with you on a 

weekly basis for a review session and individualized help. Or you may request a period of 

individual tutoring from me and I will do my utmost to meet with you as my schedule 

allows.
