As the body of Christ, a local
church must have the vitality in Christ. As the body of Christ, a local church
must grow even in a difficult situation(1 Thessalonians 1:5). In several countries
in this era, however, churches are losing the vitality and declining. Church,
therefore, must be revitalized and grown continually as the body of Christ.
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This course examines the biblical and theological principles for church
revitalization and growth from a Reformed theological perspective. Simultaneously,
this course examines reasonable biblical paradigms, strategies, church leadership,
and practical applications for church revitalization and growth based on Reformed
theological framework. Several theories and suggestions for church revitalization
and growth will be surveyed focusing on "healthy church and healthy leadership."
This course will be studied from the following four domain perspectives pursuing
to fit the RTS' D.Min/ICS requirements:
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This course is a historical study: Students will learn several principles and issues
for church revitalization and growth through the Western Church History and
Korean Church History.
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This course is a theological study: Students will learn several principles and
issues for church revitalization and growth from a Reformed theological

perspective.
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This course is a missiological study: Students will learn several principles and

issues for church revitalization and growth from a missiological perspective.
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This course is a practical study: Students will learn several principles and issues
for church revitalization and growth through several selected revitalizing and
growing church cases.
