Course Description.

Attention is given to maintaining skill in the original languages and applying them to
broader questions such as unity and diversity within Scripture, the relationship of Old
and New Testament studies, the interaction of biblical and theological studies, and the
place of Scripture in pastoral ministry. (1 hour)

Additional comment: I will focus primarily on the process of moving from exegesis to
exposition, demonstrating a number of tools available for this process.

A note about class format: This is a one hour course starting at 8:00 a.m. each week.
Because of these combined factors we won’t have the leisurely luxury that can
sometimes exist in longer class periods. Therefore it is very important to arrive
promptly and be prepared to start on time.
