Course Description: 

This course will survey various approaches to Old Testament theology. It will also present an 

integrated outlook on meta-theological motifs that guide New Testament and contemporary 

outlooks on the theology of the Old Testament. 

In preparation for the class, students must watch and complete the study guides for “Building 

Biblical Theology” video series (found at www.thirdmill.org).  The completed study guides will be 

required on the first day of class.

Each student will write a 15-page paper on a theme of Old Testament Theology explaining how the 

theme develops throughout the Old Testament and in the New Testament.  The paper will reflect 

the content of the course lectures.

(Includes an 

appropriate ecumenical spirit with other Christians, 

especially Evangelicals; a concern to present the 

Gospel in a God-honoring manner to non-Christians; 

and a truth-in-love attitude in disagreements.)

Ability to preach and teach the meaning of Scripture 

to both heart and mind with clarity and enthusiasm. 
Minimal OT theology should be preached, 

but this class did not focus much on 

this topic.

Knowledgeable of historic and modern Christian-

worship forms; and ability to construct and skill to 

lead a worship service.

Ability to shepherd the local congregation: aiding in 

spiritual maturity; promoting use of gifts and callings; 

and encouraging a concern for non-Christians, both 

in America and worldwide. 

Minimal OT theology has much to say about 

shepherding the church, but this

Church/World Ability to interact within a denominational context, 

within the broader worldwide church, and with
