I.  Course description: This course will focus on refining the practical skills and values needed for
effective, Christ-centered, biblical preaching.

2. To understand basic sermon components and their functions
3. To understand the fundamentals of sermon preparation and delivery
4. To understand the priority and practice of Christ-centered preaching
5. To understand the specific challenges of preaching in the present culture
B. A Heart for God: Transforming Your Affections.
1. Increased confidence in preparing and delivering Christ-centered expository sermons
2. Deepening commitment to and experience of Christ-centered life and ministry
3. Clear conviction of the power and importance of Christ-centered preaching
4. Increased sensitivity to cultural issues as they relate to the task of preaching
C. A Life for Ministry: Transforming Your Behavior
1. Increased competence in public speaking in general and sermon delivery in particular.
2. Increased ability to construct and deliver biblically sound, culturally relevant Christ-centered
sermons.

I11.  Course Assignments

A.  Preaching Assignments
1. The student will be required to preach at least two expository sermons.
a. One Sermon must be from the Psalms
b. One Sermon must be from the Epistles.
2. The student will chose the text, however it must be approved by the instructor.

a. Receive critical feedback from the instructor and fellow students. This feedback will
help the student develop a plan for improving both sermon preparation and delivery.
b. Give them self a grade for each sermon.

The sermon will be an expository sermon.

The sermon will begin with an introduction that creates interest, identifies a need and leads
into the text and topic.

The sermon will contain a main idea, thought or proposition that can be clearly stated in a
single sentence. (This must be identified in the manuscript)

The sermon must contain a clear outline that includes main points expressed in complete
sentence statements.

Each main point must be clearly demonstrated as derived from the text and must be clearly
developed in the exposition.

Each main point must be developed, illustrated and applied. The exposition must display
thoughtful study of the Scripture that is faithful to the text.

The illustrations must be well chosen and appropriate.

The application must be biblical, clear, culturally relevant, and Christ-centered.

The conclusion of the sermon must be crafted to bring the sermon to a purposeful ending.

. The sermon delivery must demonstrate good delivery values and skills, such as dependence

on the Holy Spirit, heartfelt passion, and the ability to engage with the listeners in a
meaningful way.

C. Other Assignments
Depending on the size and needs of the class, students may also be given other assignments
designed to improve their speaking ability. The professor will determine these assignments during
the course. There is no advance reading required for this course.
